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Personal Experience Speech

· TIME LIMITS
· 3-4 minutes
· VISUAL AID
· One created by you.  You can also use others!
· SPEAKING NOTES
· Note cards containing short outline.  
· Words, phrases, quotes, and transitions you want to use.
· SOURCES OF INFORMATION
· Yes, you and your personal experience.
· No Works Cited Page (Bibliography) needed.  Researched facts should be cited in speech.
· OUTLINE OF SPEECH
· One is required for your teacher before you perform your speech.  
· This could be your speech speaking notes but printed on paper.
· EXPLANATION OF A PERSONAL EXPERIENCE SPEECH
· A personal experience speech can inform, entertain or convince.
· This speech requires thorough preparation. 
· You must know the order in which you plan to tell of your experience. 
· Topics include; moving, flying, sports, summertime activities, parental divorce, friends, crime, an embarrassing experience, family, accidents, movies, death, and travel.
· HOW TO CHOOSE A TOPIC FOR A PERSONAL EXPERIENCE SPEECH
· **SEE ME FOR APPROVAL**

· If you had an exciting experience, select it for your speech. Whatever you decide to talk about should be vivid in your memory and quite clear. As you think about it you may feel prickly chills race up your spine, you may laugh, you may feel sad. But whatever it is, the experience should be personal. Choose a topic without delay, don’t sit and think about it.  Talk about that first topic that comes to mine.
· PREPARE A PERSONAL EXPERIENCE SPEECH
· Write you purpose sentence, this is what you are going to tell the audience
· Outline your speech in considerable detail. This means that you must set up the order of events you want to talk about. 
· Include your own personal feelings and reactions, the activities of other persons or animals, and objects that made your experience thrilling, exciting, and funny.
· This speech should be about one experience, not a week long vacation!
· Practice your speech aloud before friends and in front of a mirror. Do this until you have memorized the sequence of events, not the words.
